1. The CLXP9 Pad Adapter is designed for the

model CL10 lift installed at the narrow setting
(inside-to-inside column dimension: 110”),
Fig. 1.
It may be used on a CL10 installed at the
wide setting (114 1/2” inside columns), but
this increases the distance between
platforms to 36”. This increase may
adversely affect its ability to reach some
vehicle pick-up points.

2. Remove the two (2) 1/2" Flange Head Bolts
from the Main Structure Bolster and use them
to loosely secure a Lower Clevis Weldment
to each Bolster as shown in Fig. 2.

3. Install the left and right Pad Adapter Main
Structures as shown in Fig. 3. Note Pad
Adapter orientation in Fig. 1. This 1 1/4"
bolted connection should only be
tightened to approximately 20 ft-lbs. for
now (tight enough to remove the gaps, but
not so tight that it limits the ability to level the
Pad Structures).

5. Once the Pad is level and both Leveling Bolts
are tight against the Lower Clevis Plate
Backer, tighten the 1/2" Flange Head Bolts
to approximately 80 ft-lbs. (2 per side),

1/4" diameter — 1 7/8” hex) until the Split
Lock Washer collapses — not to exceed 80
ft.-Ibs.

Before setting these Height Leveling Bolts,
ensure that the Lift Synchronizer Cables are
properly adjusted. Set the lift in a lock and
check cable tension. Notice if both sides
came to rest at the same time. Adjust if
necessary.

This allows
one hand to hold and balance the ramp
assembly while using the other hand to slide

10. Raise and lower the lift just a few inches at a
time to find the lowest position of the lift
without causing the Pads to become
unleveled. We will not want the lift to lower S

beyond this point, so unthread the Height
Leveling Bolt at each side of the lift until it
touches the Column Base Plate, Fig. 9. Lock
the bolts in place with the Jam Nut.

12. Install a Ramp Slide to the bottom of each of
the four Ramps. Orient the thick lobe portion
of the Ramp Slide down, and secure it with
three (3) 1/4" Phillips Pan Head Screws and
Flanged Locking Nuts, Fig. 11.

13. Raise each Ramp until the Latch Plate
located beneath the Ramp locks into the
base of the Platform. Raise the lift to full
height so adjustments can be made to the
bottom of the Ramps. Place a straight-edge
(2 ft. minimum) fore-&-aft across one of the
Ramp Hinge areas, Fig. 12.

14. Slightly loosen the four (4) Flat-Head Screws
securing the Movable Saw Tooth Adjustment
Bar, Fig. 13. Tap on either end of the
Adjustment Bar with a hammer to change the
pitch of the Ramp. Once the Ramp is
adjusted flat with the Platform as indicated by
the Straight-Edge, Fig. 12, retighten the Flat
Head Screws to lock the Adjustment bar into
position.

RAMP LATCH

Check the function of the Ramp Latch, Fig.
14. Raise the tail of the ramp with one hand
and raise the Latch Release Handle with the
other. While still holding the Latch Release
Handle, lower the tail end of the ramp. It
should drop approximately 55 degrees.
Release the Latch Release Handle and raise
the tail of the ramp again until the Latch Plate
engages. The Ramp should once again be
flat with the surface of the Main Structure as
set in Step 14.

For exact wording refer to
the actual standard provided with this manual in the literature
pack.

The Owner/Employer shall ensure that lift operators
are qualified and that they are trained in the safe use
and operation of the lift using the manufacturer’s
operating instructions; ALI/SM, ALl Lifting it Right
safety manual; ALI/ST, ALl Safety Tips card; ANSI/ALI
ALOIM, American National Standard for Automotive
Lifts-Safety Requirements for Operation, Inspection
and Maintenance; ALI/WL Series, ALl Uniform
Warning Label Decals/Placards; and in case of frame
engaging lifts, ALI/LP-GUIDE, Vehicle Lifting
Points/Quick Reference Guide for Frame Engaging
Lifts.

The Owner/Employer shall establish procedures to
periodically inspect the lift in accordance with the lift
manufacturer’s instructions or ANSI/ALI ALOIM,
American National Standard for Automotive Lifts-
Safety Requirements for Operation, Inspection and
Maintenance; and the employer shall insure that the lift
inspectors are qualified and that they are adequately
trained in the inspection of the lift.

The Owner/Employer shall establish procedures to
periodically maintain the lift in accordance with the lift
manufacturer's  instructions or  ANSI/ALIOIM,
American National Standard for Automotive Lifts-
Safety Requirements for Operation, Inspection and
Maintenance; and the employer shall ensure that the
lift maintenance personnel are qualified and that they
are adequately trained in the maintenance of the lift.

The Owner/Employer shall maintain the periodic
inspection and maintenance records recommended by
the manufacturer or ANSI/ALI ALOIM, American
National Standard for Automotive Lifts-Safety
Requirements for Operation, Inspection and
Maintenance.

The Owner/Employer shall display the lift
manufacturer’s operating instructions; ALI/SM, AL/
Lifting it Right safety manual; ALI/ST, ALl Safety Tips
card; ANSI/ALI ALOIM, American National Standard
for Automotive Lifts-Safety = Requirements for
Operation, Inspection and Maintenance; and in the
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case of frame engaging lift, ALI/LP-GUIDE, Vehicle
Lifting Points/Quick Reference Guide for Frame
Engaging Lifts; in a conspicuous location in the lift area
convenient to the operator.

LIFTING A VEHICLE

1) The ramps can be used as a loaded lifting surface
only when in the full UP and Locked position.
Ramps must be fully released and in the Down
position during driving on / off of the platforms

2) Ensure that the platforms are completely lowered,
the ramps are unlatched (resting on the floor), and
the spotting blocks are clear of the drive path.

3) Center the vehicle between the columns in the
service bay and position the vehicle’s center of
gravity midpoint between the columns. NOTE: the
center of gravity is based on the weight
distribution and is not the same as the center
point of the vehicle.

Do NOT EXCEED 4500 POUNDS PER PLATFORM.
ALWAYS USE A PROVIDED SPOTTING BLOCK AT EACH

VEHICLE LIFTING POINT TO AVOID DAMAGE TO VEHICLE
UNDERCARRIAGE AND LIFT.

DO NOT ATTEMPT TO LIFT THE VEHICLE WITH ONLY ONE
PLATFORM, AS THIS WILL VOID THE WARRANTY

ENSURE THAT THE HIGHEST POINT ON THE VEHICLE WILL
CONTACT THE OVERHEAD LIMIT SWITCH BAR

DO NOT PLACE THE VEHICLE IN THE SERVICE BAY
BACKWARDS.

4) Raise the ramps and make sure it is secure.

NOTE: The sloped ramps may be lifted to lock
automatically into a horizontal position to extend the
lifting surface of the platform.

5) Position the spotting blocks under the vehicle lifting
points so that all four pads make contact with the
vehicle simultaneously. Each spotting block should
be centered with the vehicle lifting point. No portion
of the spotting block should extend beyond the
edge of the platform.

REFER TO THE VEHICLE MANUFACTURERS SERVICE
MANUAL, TECHNICAL BULLETINS, “VEHICLE LIFTING
POINTS GUIDE”  (ALI/LP-GUIDE) OR  OTHER
PUBLICATIONS TO LOCATE THE RECOMMENDED LIFTING
POINTS.

6) Raise the lift until the spotting blocks makes contact
with the vehicle lifting points.

The vehicle should remain level during lifting.

Before raising, ensure that
AWARNWG spotting blocks do not extend

beyond the edge of the
platform to avoid damage to the lift. Each
spotting block should be centered with the
vehicle lifting point.

7) Raise the lift until all four wheels are off the ground.
Test the stability of the vehicle by attempting to rock
the vehicle. Check spotting blocks for secure
contact with vehicle lift points. If the vehicle seems
unstable, lower the lift and readjust. If the vehicle
is stable, raise the vehicle to a height a few inches
above the desired working height.

8) Lower the vehicle by depressing the lowering valve
handle until the safety locks on both columns
engage. The vehicle should remain level when
both latches are engaged. If one side engages and
the other continues to descend, stop lowering the
vehicle, raise it several inches, and try again to
engage both locks.

Always lower lift into locks before entering the

area beneath the vehicle.

Always use auxiliary stands when removing or

installing heavy components.
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LOWERING A VEHICLE

1) Ensure that the area under the vehicle is clear of
personnel, tools, and any foreign objects / debris.

Failure to clear the floor of

foreign objects / debris could
hinder proper engagement of
the Ramp / Extension Latch resulting in
unsatisfactory lift performance, property
damage, or personal injury.

2) Raise the vehicle until both locks are free.

3) Disengage the locks by pulling and hold the lock
release lever.

4) Lower the vehicle by depressing the lowering valve
handle.

5) Continue to lower the vehicle until the lift platforms
are resting on the floor.

6) Remove the spotting blocks and disengage the
Ramp / Platform Extensions so all four ramps are
resting on the floor.

e IF LIFT STOPS SHORT OF FULL RISE OR CHATTERS,
CHECK FLUID LEVEL AND BLEED BOTH CYLINDERS PER
INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS.

e Replace all Safety, Warning or Caution Labels if
missing or damaged (See Installation instructions
page 3.)

DAILY

¢ Keep lift components clean.

e Check for loose or broken parts.

e Check hydraulic system for fluid leaks.

e Check spotting blocks for damage or excessive
wear. Replace as required with genuine Challenger
Lifts parts.

e Check Ramp / Platform Extension function per
Installation Step 15.

e Check lock release activation. When properly
adjusted, the idler column lock should rest firmly
against the back of the column when engaged and
against the spring mount tab when disengaged.

WEEKLY

e Check synchronizer cables and sheaves for wear.
Replace as required with genuine Challenger Lifts
parts.

e Check synchronizer cable tension per Installation
Instructions. Adjust if necessary.

MONTHLY

e Torque concrete anchor bolts to 80 ft-Ibs.

e Visually inspect concrete floor for cracks and/or
spalls within 12” of base plate

e Check overhead shutoff switch. While raising lift,
operate overhead shutoff bar. Power Unit motor
should stop when bar is raised.

e Lubricate carriage slide tracks with heavy viscous
grease. (Grease all (4) corners of both columns.)

If any problems are encountered, contact your
local service representative.
